A Word from the Chair 

Since the last edition of this newsletter the Board have 
been finalising the BLHN Strategic Plan and have 
identified three key goals; raising community awareness  
of BLHN, seeking partnerships and sponsorship, and 
providing support to our members.  At present our 
identified objectives for the next couple of years are; to 
further refine the C&HP booklet, to re-develop the web-
site, to develop the digital tour application(app), to submit  
a new application for triennial funding from BCC and to 
convene a third sub-committee for funding . 
 
In addition to reviewing the Strategic plan the Board has 
also been undertaking a broad review of our future plan.  
Whilst this is partially driven by the question of funding we 
are very much motivated by the desire to see Brisbane’s 
living heritage promoted to the best of our ability.  This 
review is a work in progress. 
 
After 10 years of operation the Board believe that we  
need a warts and all review from our members of how  
we are travelling.  We are in the process of compiling a 
survey and I hope you can provide us with some  
feedback on your relationship with BLHN and your 
thoughts on our future direction.

Anecdotal evidence presented to the Board suggests that 
some organisations are experiencing difficulty attracting 
and retaining volunteers suitable for work with heritage and 
cultural organisations.  We are interested in your feedback 
as to whether BLHN can play a greater role facilitating the 
link between volunteers and our member organisations.  
That question will be posed in the survey. 
 
The survey will be emailed to members over the coming  
weeks. Please take a few minutes to give us your 
feedback and help determine BLHN’s future direction  
and activities.

the site of St. Ita’s Church and School, this was an Estate of 
11 acres and a 9 roomed house. It was a family of 7 who 
arrived in the Colony – wife Adelaide, twin sons Edmund and 
Randolph [born 1890], another son Colin [born 1894], two 
daughters Margaret [born 1893] and Frances Mary Noel [born 
1898]. 
 
‘On paper’, his appointment would continue until late 1904, by 
which time a 6th child, Peter, had arrived (August 1904}. 
Reflecting on Creswell’s time as Qld Naval Commandant, the 
Brisbane Courier of 5 May 1900 expressed delight…’He has 
an open hearty manner, which will no doubt pave the way to 
an easy and enduring popularity, and the look of one who 
knows how to command respect and obedienceô. Yes, of all 
the colonial navies, Qld seemed to boast the greater Ship’s 
Company and largest assortment of vessels and yet, it was 
not Gayundah or Paluma or Otter or Midge that was offered 
to the British government for overseas service upon the 
outbreak of the Boxer Rebellion but rather Creswell’s former 
command Protector and Creswell was seconded to re-
assume command for this history-making deployment. 
Protector was the ideal choice. Originally styled a steel 
cruiser and later a gunboat, she displaced 920 tons, had a 
maximum speed of 14 knots and had a Ship’s Company of 90 
officers and ratings.  
 
And, in an interesting postscript; in 2011, we have the 
privilege of having her remains in Qld waters…long after the 
colonial navies had been absorbed into the RAN, and bearing 
the new name the US army requisitioned her for war service 
in New Guinea during World War II. Off Gladstone, following 
a collision with a tug, this gallant servant to Australia was 
abandoned to become part to the channel that marks the 
approach to Heron Island and where her hulk is still on 
display today.

From his birth at Gibraltar in July 1852 to his death in a private 
hospital at Malvern in Melbourne Victoria in April 1933, Creswell 
lived a life which would have been the envy of many. As a 
‘snotty’ or midshipman in the Royal Navy, he travelled the world; 
first visiting the Australian continent in 1869. Promoted sub-
lieutenant in 1871, there was then a transfer to the China 
Station and, in a skirmish with Malay pirates, he was shot – an 
injury that was rewarded with a promotion!  After recuperation, 
Creswell was posted to the East Indian Station and from 1877; 
he was serving aboard HMS London in that most exotic of 
destinations, Zanzibar. 
 
And yes, here it was that, as an officer working at the forefront 
of suppressing the slave trade, Creswell became an interpreter 
in Swahili. In 1873, Sultan Barghash had been forced, under 
threat of bombardment by British naval forces, to sign an edict 
which made illegal the sea-borne slave trade whereby Arabs 
were the main traders and Europeans used slaves on their 
plantations in the Indian Ocean islands. That said, slavery still 
persisted on the mainland. 
 
Ill with fever, invalided back to England and disconsolate with 
his prospects of promotion, Creswell then – curiously – turned 
his back on the Royal Navy, ócame ashoreô and, in company 
with his brother Charles, migrated to Australia where a career ‘in 
the bush’ beckoned.  

 
That, at least, was the plan but the Sea proved too much of a 
siren and, in October 1885, ‘Bill’ Creswell was back in uniform, a 
Lieutenant Commander no less and XO aboard HMCS 
Protector, the flagship of South Australia’s colonial navy. 
 
Creswell was re-born and his steadfast nationalistic advocacy 
for an Australian navy had its first airings. He married Adelaide 
Elizabeth Stow in December 1888 and, in time, 6 children [2 
daughters and 4 boys] followed. By June 1895, Creswell was 
Captain Commandant of the South Australian navy. 
 
The impetus for the Australian colonies to come together in one 
Nation was gaining momentum with champions and critics of the 
Cause now clearly identified and so it seems surprising that 
Creswell should accept the position of Commandant of the naval 
forces in a colony – Queensland – where its metropolitan 
citizenry was so opposed to the much-vaunted Federation 
Movement. 
 
In Brisbane, ‘home’ was Borva on land between the Brisbane 
River and Gladstone Road just down from Highgate Hill. Now

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The BLHN website provides a wealth of information about 
Brisbane’s  history and it’s a big job to keep on top of the 
many facts and anniversaries mentioned, so we were grateful 
when Chris Benson from Martinez, California recently pointed 
out the passing of an historic milestone which had escaped 
our attention.  
Parliament House’s portrait of Prince Edward, which appears 
on the BLHN website, credited Edward as being England’s 
longest serving heir apparent. Mr Benson confirmed that… 
‘ôPrince Edward was heir-apparent from his birth (9 
November 1841) until the death of his mother Queen Victoria 
(22 January 1901)...a period of 59 years, 2 months and 13 
daysô.  
This fact was indeed true, until earlier this year.  Mr Benson 

pointed out that ‘Prince Edward is no longer the longest 

serving heir-apparent in English history.  The current Prince 

Charles has been heir-apparent for a couple of months 

longer. Prince Charles became the heir apparent upon the 

death of his grandfather King George VI (6 February 1952) 

and thus exceeded Edwardôs heir-apparent length on 19 April 

this year. 

Thanks to Mr Bensons correspondence and attention to 

historical dates BLHN’s website now stands corrected;

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Watching Protector enter the Port of Brisbane on 14 August 
1900, Creswell observed…I was glad indeed to see the sturdy 
little ship steam into a berth in the Brisbane River. It was a 
stroke of luck that brought me back into my old force, every 
soul of whom I knew so well.  
 
As luck would have it, battle honours proved elusive with 
Creswell moved to observe that having steamed thousands of 
miles, our tasks consisted of odd jobs and services here, there 
and everywhere. On December 14 – just 4 months + one day 
– Protector was back in Brisbane and on the 16th. he resumed 
his duties as Qld’s naval chief. 
 
Was Protectorôs Ship’s Company greeted like returning  
conquering heroes? Hardly. Brisbane’s Courier was not  
impressed and thundered…the gallant little gunboat was  
permitted to come up the Brisbane River, remain at her  
moorings in the Garden Reach for over 24 hours and again 
leave on her southward journey without so much as a cheer 
for the boys of the bulldog breed. 
 
In any study of William Rooke Creswell and his place in the 
Australian historical narrative, this sabbatical has often come 
under scrutiny and seen by some as quixotic. It was not for, 
just months out from the formal federation of the Australian 
colonies, this was the defining moment for Creswell and his 
ongoing advocacy for an Australian navy. There were new 
risks…it was one thing to have an opinion that differed from 
one’s colonial masters and, it required a special tact as distinct 
from insubordination to challenge the Committee of Imperial 
Defence in far-off England; but now there were new political 
masters. 
 
Creswell was unrepentant. In an interview with a reporter from 
the Brisbane Courier in February 1902, Creswell re-asserted 
his mantra; reminding the readers that this was a Vision 
shared by his colleagues…some years ago, I put forward ï 
and have ever since advocated ï that the Australian is  
capable of taking just such a place afloat in the sea power of 
the Empire as he has since proved he can fill with such  
distinction at the front. 
 
The new Australian government had to believe in [and share] 
his sentiments and, thankfully, Creswell had an ally in Prime 
Minister Deakin. February 1904 saw Creswell elevated to the 
position of naval officer commanding the Commonwealth  
Naval Forces whilst at the same time serving as naval  
commandant in Qld and, after October of the same year, naval 
commandant of Victoria. 
 
On Christmas Eve 1904, the post of Naval Officer Command-
ing naval Forces was abolished and, in its place, again with 
Creswell in charge, the position of Director of Naval Forces 
was created. At this time, the local naval forces totalled 
around 1,000 men [most engaged on a militia basis], a few 
hundred cadets and a primary ‘fleet’ that numbered 9  
vessels…Protector(SA), Gayundah (Q), Paluma (Q),  
Countess of Hopetoun (V), Childers (V), Nepean (V),  
Cerberus (V), Lonsdale (V) and Mosquito (Q). 
 
Creswell had a plan…design a ship-building programme that 
would include 3 destroyers, 16 torpedo boat destroyers and 15 
torpedo boats over a 7 year period; thereby truly becoming a 
blue-water defence force. 
 
In 1906 the Australian Government sent Creswell to England 
to study naval developments. Here Creswell’s patriotism and 
passion attracted the admiration of The First Sea Lord,  

Admiral of the Fleet Sir John Fisher however his treatment 
was less cordial; indeed to call him a pariah in the eyes of 
many was being kind. The Director of Naval Forces in  
Australia was accorded the status of a foreign naval attaché 
and recognised as a ‘disaffected person’. 
 
Back in Australia, Deakin set aside funding for coastal  
defence however his successor, Labor’s Andrew Fisher went 
one step further and much to the delight of Creswell, ordered 
2x700 ton, 27 knot torpedo boat destroyers. 
 
It is said that ‘good things come to those who wait’ and  
Creswell whilst both a patient and stoic man, could never 
have envisaged that the threat of German naval power would 
provide the impetus for the realisation of an Australian blue-
water navy operated by Australians for Australians. 
 
It was, however, one thing to advocate for a navy; another to 
be charged with running one…on St. David’s Day 1911,  
Creswell became the first naval member of the Australian 
Naval Board; in June he was appointed K.C.M.G., appointed 
a Rear Admiral and on July 10, His Majesty King George V 
granted the title of Royal Australian Navy to the permanent 
Commonwealth Naval Forces. 
 
On Monday 4 October 1913 at 10.30am, the Australian Fleet 
assembled off Sydney Heads. Thousands of spectators lined 
the foreshores, the sky was cobalt blue and a balloon shot up 
from the vicinity of the South Head lighthouse and shortly 
afterwards a parachute was seen to gracefully descend in the 
direction of Watson’s Bay…5 years earlier America’s Great 
White Fleet had made a similar appearance; a fillip then to 
those Australians who – like Creswell – would but dare hope 
for a naval force of their own. 

 
The battleship AUSTRALIA led the way, followed by the  
cruisers MELBOURNE, ENCOUNTER and SYDNEY with the 
torpedo destroyers WARREGO and PARRAMATTA following. 
A gilt medal was struck to honour the day. At this same time, 
6 other ships soon to join the RAN were being fitted out or on 
the builder’s stocks…BRISBANE, SWAN, TORRENS,  
DERWENT and the submarines AE1 and AE2. 
 
In the four years that was The Great War [1914-1918], there 
was scarcely a household unaffected by the loss of a loved 
one. In August 1913, the Cresswells were a family of 8. By 
August 1919 when William Rooke Creswell relinquished  
office, they were a family of 5…daughter Margaret Adelaide 
having died in 1913, Randolph killed in 1917 in Palestine 
while serving as a Captain in the Camel Corps, his twin  
Edmund wounded at Bullecourt the same year and brother 
Colin lost at sea, again in 1917, whilst serving aboard the 
submarine E-47. 
 
After time spent living in Silvan outside Melbourne, Cresswell 
died on 20 April 1933, aged 80 years. Like his daughter  
Margaret, he was, buried at the Brighton Cemetery where he 
reposes in the Company of Sir John Monash, 4 Victoria Cross 
heroes and Squizzy Taylor, amongst others.

The Wunderkammer or as it is called in English the Cabinet  
of Curiosities was the 16th century forerunner of the modern  
museum. European kings and princes would send emissaries 
to the far flung reaches of the known world to bring back 
strange, exotic and rare objects, which were installed in a 
dedicated room in the palace for the ruler’s enjoyment. 
 
In this tradition, MoB has cast a net over South-East  
Queensland to gather together a collection of rare and  
wondrous artefacts and objects. Drawing on the collections  
of the Brisbane Living Heritage Network, this cabinet of  
curiosities will be an interactive experience where visitors can 
get up close to explore the intriguing contents of the 
‘wunderkammer’ for themselves! 
 
Among the fascinating stories revealed are figures important 
to our city’s history such as Sir Thomas Brisbane, Lady      
Dimantina Bowen and the well-known Mayne family. Other 
objects explore more contemporary aspects of our history 
including World War II and the infamous Whisky Au Go Go 
firebombing. Visitors will discover stories that may shock,  
delight and illuminate little known aspects of our city.
